





Rules and Regulations Governing the 2010 Home & Business Expo
The Ohio Valley Mall - St. Clairsville, Ohio

EACH Exhibitor: is required at least one attendant in its booth during all Show hours and to maintain the same operating hours of the Ohio Valley Mall,
which are 10:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. Friday and Saturday. The same standards of dress and regulations regarding smoking, eating and drinking while
engaged in sales as followed by the Ohio Valley Mall tenants must be followed. The Exhibitor will also ensure that all signs and posters be
professionally made.

Exhibitor further represents and warrants that its exhibits and displays shall be free from any and all claims of trademark or copyright infringement by
third parties, and that Exhibitor has been duly licensed by the owners or proprietors of any such trademark and copyright claims.

INSTALLATION AND DISMANTLING: Periods in which installation and dismantling of exhibits may begin and must be completed shall be as follows:
INSTALLATION: begin at 9:15 p.m. March 25, 2010 (Vendor may only set up and dismantle booth AFTER THE MALL HAS CLOSED.)
DISMANTLING: After 9:00 p.m. on Saturday, March 27, 2010. The deadline for clearance of all materials from the Ohio Valley Mall will be enforced. It
is the sole responsibility of each exhibitor to have materials packed, identified and cleared for shipment by such times. The Show Committee reserves
the right, with no liability whatsoever for damage, spoilage, or loss, to dismantle, dispose of, store and clear from the premises any display material,
goods, property, or merchandise of an exhibitor who has failed to comply with the above requirement, or to order such work to be done at the sole
expense of the exhibitor.

ANIMALS: Exhibitors may not include animals in their exhibit

SAFETY, FIRE, HEALTH, AND APPLICABLE LAWS: The Exhibitor shall assume all responsibility for compliance with local, city, state and federal safety, fire, health
and other ordinances and laws, regarding installation and operation of equipment, displays and exhibit materials. All displays, exhibit materials, and equipment must be
protected by safety guard and fireproofing to prevent fire hazards and injury to any person. No HVAC equipment will be allowed unless provided by the Show Committee.

All electrical wiring must conform with National Electric Code Safety Rules. If inspection indicates neglect in complying with these regulations, or otherwise presents a fire
hazard or danger, the Show Committee may cancel all or such part of a display as may be irregular, and effect the removal of same at the Exhibitor's expense. Any plans
for the use of helium must receive prior approval by the Chamber.

DEFAULT OF OCCUPANCY: Any Exhibitor failing to occupy space contracted for is obligated to pay the full cost of such space. In the event the exhibitor fails to install
his display within the time limit for opening the Show, or fails to pay the space rental at the time specified, or fails to comply with any provisions concerning the use of
display space, the Show Committee shall have the right to take possession of said space and resell same, or any part thereof.

NOISE: Exhibits which include the operation of musical instruments, radios, sound motion picture equipment, public address systems, or any noise-making machines
must be operated so that the noise resulting therefrom will not annoy or disturb adjacent exhibitors or tenants and their patrons, and must be approved by the Show
Committee.

The Show Committee reserves the right to restrict displays which for any reason become objectionable and to prohibit or remove any displays which, in the opinion of the
Committee, detract from the general character of the Show.

SUBLETTING OF SPACE: The Exhibitor agrees not to assign, sublet, or apportion space, or any part thereof, allotted to him, without permission of Show Management.
No Exhibitor will be permitted to display his products or services outside the confines of his assigned booth space in the exhibit hall.

CARE OF BUILDING AND EQUIPMENT: Exhibitors and their agents shall not injure or deface the walls, floors or any part of the Ohio Valley Mall, or booth materials
and equipment of another exhibitor. When such damage appears, the exhibitor causing such damage is liable to the owner of the property damaged. All electrical cords
must be properly secured by Exhibitor. No tape may be used; use carpet or mat to cover electrical cords. Carpet or cardboard is to be placed under all tires. No
signs may be affixed to mall property.

LIABILITY AND INSURANCE: The Exhibitor shall at all times indemnify and hold the Chamber, its Officers and Board of Directors, Ohio Valley Mall Company and the
Ohio Valley Mall Merchants Association harmless from any damages resulting from injury or damages (by fire, accident, weather, vandalism, theft, or other causes) due
to the exhibit or employees of the Exhibitor.

Guards employed by the Ohio Valley Mall are on duty day and night; however, the Show Management cannot be held responsible for the exhibitor's property, whether
located at his exhibit or anywhere else inside or outside of the Ohio Valley Mall. Small and especially valuable materials should be safely packed away by the Exhibitor
during the hours when the exhibit is not manned.

All property of the Exhibitor will remain under his custody and control in transit to, from, and within the confines of the Ohio Valley Mall, subject to the rules and
regulations of the event. Exhibitors are advised to carry appropriate insurance to cover display materials against damage and loss, and public liability insurance against
injury to the persons and property of others.

AGREEMENT: By signing the contract, the Exhibitor agrees to abide by these Rules and Regulations and the decisions of the Show Committee.

GENERAL: All matters and questions not covered by this Agreement, and interpretations of the Agreement, are subject to the decision of the Show
Committee. All amendments, additions, or interpretations that may be so made shall be as equally binding on all parties as the original Agreement. The
Show Committee reserves the right to prohibit solicitations that may be so made shall be as equally binding on all parties as the original Agreement.

The Show Committee reserves the right to prohibit solicitations that are contrary to the intent of the Show. The St. Clairsville Area Chamber of
Commerce is also held harmless for all personal or property damage liability claims resulting from the activities of the vendor.

Any raffles, drawings, or contests must be approved by the Chamber prior to the event.
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
